ATTENDANCE POLICY QUICK REFERENCE
The following information is intended as a quick reference and is not designed to replace the Calhoun County attendance policy. For the complete WPES attendance policy, please refer to the Calhoun County Student Handbook and Code of Conduct.

The attendance policy is enforced with all students in Kindergarten - 4th Grade.

ALL absences require that a written excuse be turned in - a parent note may be turned in to obtain an excuse for the FIRST 5 ABSENCES within a semester provided that the reason for the absence is allowable (sickness, death in family, etc.).

ANY absence beyond the 5th absence in a semester (even if the first five absences have been with doctor's excuses) will require an excuse from a doctor's office.

Any absence requiring the principal's approval must be obtained PRIOR to the absence.

Excuses must be submitted WITHIN 3 DAYS of a student's return to school, this includes doctor's excuses. WPES cannot accept excuses beyond the 3rd day due to the attendance accountability procedures that we must follow.

Students are not allowed to make up any missed assignments (classwork, test, etc.) until an excuse has been submitted. If an excuse is not submitted within 3 days of the student's return, the grade for those assignments becomes a zero.

Unexcused absences will result in a grade of zero being assigned to any work missed during the absence.

Since state law requires students to be present for more that 51% of the school day, students who CHECK-IN AFTER 10:45 or who CHECK-OUT BEFORE 10:45 will be considered ABSENT. The excuse policy applies to the absences due to check-ins or check-outs.

PERFECT ATTENDANCE QUALIFICATIONS
In order to receive an award for perfect attendance, students must be present ALL DAY EVERY DAY. Check-ins and check-outs will prevent students from receiving perfect attendance recognition.

ATTENDANCE PROCEDURE
After a minimum of 2 UNEXCUSED ABSENCES, the school will notify parents by mail regarding the absence. If a mistake has been made, please notify the school immediately so that corrections can be made.

After 5 UNEXCUSED ABSENCES, a referral will be made to the Calhoun County School System's Attendance Officer. Parents will be notified by the Chief Juvenile Probation Officer once a referral has been make, and a date will be set for the student and his/her parents to appear for an Early Warning session.
