Car Riders

WPES strives to create a safe environment for all of our students. In an effort to ensure that our car riders are loaded in the safest manner possible, we will now require the "Car Rider Tag" to be displayed in order to pick up a child through the car rider line. Please read the following guidelines carefully, as they will be strictly enforced throughout the school year.

Guidelines for Car Rider Tags
Each family will receive one car rider tag at no charge. If the tag is damaged/misplaced during the school year, the parent/guardian will be responsible for purchasing a replacement tag. The cost for a replacement tag is $2.00.

Car riders will only be released to cars displaying the pick-up tags. The will be NO EXCEPTIONS. Those who do not have the car rider tag will be required to go through the office in order to check-out the student on that particular day. Standard check-out procedures will be followed.

If you would like to purchase additional tags for others who may frequently pick up your child, the cost is $2.00 per additional tag.

Students will be released to cars by number instead of by name. Help your child become familiar with his/her car rider number so that when that number is called, your child will know it is time for him/her to load.

Morning car riders should unload in the front of the "new" student wing. This wing is the fourth wing as you pull in front of the school. Parents should drive their cars close to the awning and allow the school representative to assist students when exiting the cars. Do not walk between cars. Parents, do not park in a parking space.

Afternoon car riders will report to the same loading area as the morning car riders. Cars will enter in single file while teachers assist students. Students will load on the side of the car next to the catwalk. Please do not walk between the cars for any reason. There are two car rider zones at our school.

Signs are posted as you enter our drive out front. A student who normally rides the bus must have a written note on file that specific day (signed by principal) in the office to be a car rider.
